
 

2018 Getaway FAQ’s 

Where is Camp Pinerock?  

Camp Pinerock is in Prescott, Arizona. 

1400 Pine Drive 

Prescott, AZ 86303 

How long will it take to get there?  

2.5 hours from Phoenix without stops. 

What time does the retreat start and end?  

The Getaway starts on September 21st at 7:00 PM and ends on Sunday, September 23rd at 11:30 AM. 

Check-in opens at 5:00 PM on Friday, September 21st. 

What will we be doing?  

There will be four main sessions, a breakout session, worship, free time, community, and fun!  

Is there a minimum age requirement?  

Getaway is open to women ages 16 years and up. However, we ask that anyone under 18 be 

accompanied by an adult who is their relative.  

 

Are there wild animals?  

Yes, but we like to call ourselves the Central Women Ministry Leaders. 

 



What is the registration fee? 

The cost of the Getaway is $149. 

 

Are there payment plans available? 

Yes. You will be required to make an initial payment of $50 at the time of registration. Your balance will 

be due by August 23rd. You can make as many payments as you like until your balance is paid in full. 

 

What are the sleeping arrangements?  

Bunk beds in dorm-style cabins set in the pines. There are no linens provided. You will need to bring a 

sleeping bag, pillow and towel.  

What are the restroom arrangements?  

Dorm style restrooms shared between cabins. 

Are all the cabins the same?  

Cabins vary in size but have the same accommodations. For a view of the camp layout, click here:

What do I do if I want to stay in a cabin with my friends?  

If you have a friend you want to bunk with, make sure you each choose the same cabin and sign up as 

soon as possible along with those friends. This is the only way to assure you will all be in the same cabin 

for the weekend. Every cabin will be great- don’t get hung up if you aren’t sleeping in the same place. 

There will be plenty of time together throughout the whole weekend.  

I don’t know anyone else going?  

Don’t fret! That is the best way to attend the retreat. You will meet more friends from your campus than 

you can imagine.  

How can I get there if I cannot drive myself?  

Once you choose your cabin, you will have a cabin hostess who will reach out to you. She’ll be able to 

assist you in finding a ride with someone from your cabin.   

Is the camp handicap accessible?  

Yes.  

What if I have dietary restrictions?  

We can accommodate mild dietary restrictions. Bring your own cooler of food if you have severe 

allergies or food avoidances. 

If I am a nursing mom, is there a place I can pump and store my milk?
