BIG IDEA

Life is about Jesus ONLY, not JESUS AND. 

ICE BREAKER

MAIN POINTS

"Jesus And" demands perfection and strict adherence to rules
"Jesus Only" requires accepting our imperfection and Christ's perfection
Getting "over" the cross means accepting Christ's work for salvation
Getting "under" the cross means living out our commitment daily
True success is found in pursuing Christ rather than worldly accolades
Move from compartmentalized faith to taking Jesus into every area of life: work, 
family, finances, relationships
