BIG IDEA

In our decisions regarding sex, we should never seek to ease our conscience where
God is seeking to trouble it.

Read Genesis 1:31 and 2:20-25. What can we learn about sex from these passages?
How do they reveal the beauty of God’s design for sex?

How does our modern culture view sex? In what ways is this different from the biblical
view found in Genesis?

Read Romans 1:26-27. What stands out to you about these verses? How can Christians
live out this truth in a loving and respectful way?

What do you think most people are actually looking for through their expression of
sexuality? Why is God not enough?

WHAT IS MY INITIAL REACTION?

The Barna Group reported in 2007 that 91% of young non-Christians label the church as
“anti-homosexual.” What is your initial reaction to this statistic? How can we minister to
people who might be living an alternate lifestyle when this is the perception of
Christians?

Have you considered certain kinds of people “outside of the grace of God” because they
sin differently than you? Why?

WHAT AM | GOING TO DO?

Read 1 Peter 2:11. How would you explain this passage in your own words? How will
you abstain from fleshly desires?

Is God troubling your conscience right now? What are you going to do about it?
