Read 1 John 4:18. How would your life be different if you knew no fear? 
 
Read Matthew 28:19-20. Recall the Coast Guard motto, “So Others May Live.” Does this 
phrase change the way you see The Great Commission? What are you willing to do so 
that others may live?
